“Our homecoming theme is going to really dig into nostalgia as we will tailor our music, decorations, 
and contests to the decades ranging from the 1930s through the 1980s,” said TARCOG Executive Director 
Michelle Gilliam Jordan. “While there will be plenty of fun, we always incorporate ways for them to remain 
focused on health with onsite screenings and nutritious cooking options. This is a big day for the aging 
population in our region.”
